users to share all kinds of information and computer 
resources 

Internet Service Provider  
• acts as a gate way between your PC and the rest of the 

Net 
 
• Today ISPs offer a broadband , high-speed connection 
 
• cable - offered by local cable TV companies and ADSL 

(Asymmetric Digital Subscriber Line), which works 
through phone lines 
 



• Wi-Fi (Wireless Fidelity) - allow you to connect to the 
Net if you are near a wireless access point in locations 
called hotspots (a Wi-Fi café, park, campus).  

 
• Wi-Fi technology uses radio waves to communicate data 

over medium range distances 
 
• Satellite services are used in places where terrestrial 

access is not available (ships at sea).  
 
• High-end mobile phones provide access through the 

phone network.
